Discussion: Licet Parks told board members the Texas Property Tax Code mandates appraisal districts have an Agriculture
Appraisal Advisory Board and Cass County Appraisal District does not currently have one. Mrs. Parks asked board members for
suggestions of persons to serve on the Board. She also said someone from the ASCS Office is to be on the Board. She said she
had talked with Charles Snowden who agreed to serve. She also said she had been given the names of Tommy Kessler, Fred
Winters, Norman Bobo and Mike Jenkins and would be contacting them to see if they would be willing to serve. Robert Steger
suggested Frank Washington and Randall Thomason. Mrs. Parks said she would be bringing names back to the Board of Directors
at a future meeting.
